Continue South on A19 towards Teesside

COFFEE STOP 35

Depart Services
Continue South on A19 across River Tees
Keep to nearside lane signed A174 for Whitby 45

Continue on A 174 for 3 miles, exit junction for A172 48
Turn right at T junction

Follow A172 for 1 mile through traffic lights and roundabouts
Turn left to Nunthorpe 49/50

Take second exit on roundabout to A171 signed Guisborough
Continue on A171 on Guisborough by-pass up ‘Birks Brow’ onto
North Yorks moors

After Scaling Dam reservoir turn left on B1266
signed to Lythe 66

Turn right at T junction on A174, continue down Lythe Bank
into Sandsend and follow the coastal road towards Whitby

PETROL STOP at Kirkby Moorside 115

Continue on to Helmsley 120
Turn right onto B1257 to Stokesley

TEA STOP at Stokesley 138
Leave Stokesley on A172 signed to Teesside

Turn North on A19
Pull in at A19 Service station on left
